Utilization and service fees:

Encouraging utilization fees of lease-holding. It is from ( 0.250 — 1.000) LYD per square metre

per year according to the location of the industrial zone.

Service fees , ( networks of paved roads, electricity , water, sewage, gas, storm-water and
communications). The maximum fees is 50% of the fees of utilizing lands keeping into
consideration that each service has its own percentage in the value of lease - holding ; in

condition that this includes the available ones only.

Offering some free services and facilities for the industrial projects , which includes

with the relevant authorities for providing certain services to the borderline of the allocated site
of the project at the industrial zones , electricity , gas , communications, etc...).

The corporation will allot the lands in the industrial zones to the industrial projects for
an extendable period reaches to 30 years.

Reduction of the land utilization charges for the industrial projects in the fields of foodstuff,
medication and construction materials with a percentage of 20%.

The industrial projects which abide paying utilization charges in advance are exempted from
the increase of land utilization charges throughout the period for which payment is affected.
The corporation will provide the industrial and investment projects with the data, information
and statistics related to their fields for achieving integration among them.

Utilization of the lands (free of charge) for the investment tools (developers) for preparing and
developing the industrial zones and executing infrastructures and utilities in these area, where
represents revenue which will be earned from the developers 10% of the total revenue of the

industrial zone investment

The Corporation work Plan:

The plans and programmes of the Corporation are based on establishing industrial zones in
selected areas and constructing proper infrastructures in these zones; keeping into consideration
the demand size expected for investment of such zones.
these plans and programmes focuses on the following strategy:

1- To decrease the investment cost of industrial activities.

2- Tb limit the haphazard spreading of industrial projects.

3- To decrease environmental pollution.

4- To attract and transfer knowledge and industrial technology.

5- To create new employment opportunities for job seekers.

6- To vary national income resources.

The corporation intends, through executing its work programme for the period (2010 — 2014), to
start constructing about 59 industrial zones as well as executing their proper infrastructures and

preparing them for investment programmes by the practitioners of industrial and service activities.

This programme aims to achieve the following:
1- Adopting and settling about 3,800 investment industrial activities ( SME).
2- To make 228,000 direct employment opportunities available in the activities that are going to

be established in the industrial zones.
3- An investment volume of (10) billions ( LYD) is expected by executing small and medium
industrial projects inside the industrial zones throughout the period (2010 — 2020).
